More than twice as many as in the previous year, with more 

than 1,200 museologists, archivists, librarians, conservators 

of monuments and representatives of companies active on 

the market visited the second Heritage fair, held on 7-9 

October a the MT Polska Trade Fair and Congress Centre in 

Warsaw. The event was accompanied by conferences as part 

of Polish Conservation Days, held for the first time, and 

meetings with experts under the slogan “Protecting 

museum, archive and library collections”. In total, more than 700 people took part in the event. The 

programme also included exhibitions on work carried out in order to preserve the achievements of 

previous generations. The Fair began with a gala opening ceremony attended by representatives of key 

industry institutions and organisations. The three days were an opportunity to familiarise oneself with 

offers related to the conservation and restoration of monuments, and accessories, equipment and 

services for archives, libraries and museums, gathered together in more than  

60 stands. Expanding the Heritage Fair to include a section on the conservation and restoration of 

monuments was met with a very positive response from both visitors and exhibitors. The Fair thereby 

became a perfect occasion to conduct business discussions. 

 

 

Gala opening 

 

The second edition of the Heritage Fair for 2014 began with 

a gala opening ceremony. It was attended by 

representatives of many key industry institutions and  

organisations, including the patrons of the event. The

The Vice Prime Minister stated that the Fair 

is a key platform for the exchange of ideas and information among companies representing this branch 

of the Polish economy, engaged in serving Polish culture and the Polish national heritage. He also sent 

diplomas to exhibitors on the occasion of the 25th anniversary of the Polish transformation, in 



recognition for propagating the idea and spirit of enterprise 

and for their involvement in and contributions to the 

development of the Polish economy. 

The ceremony concluded with a joint ribbon-cutting ceremony 

officially opening the second edition of the Heritage Fair.  

 

 

 

This year saw twofold growth in the number of exhibitors. Their stands featured a wide variety of 

products and services for conservators and restorers of historical sites, as well as for museologists, 

librarians and archivists. Producers and distributors offered equipment and specialised suppliers of 

services related to the conservation and restoration of monuments and the protection of collections. 

 

“We offer a full range of conservationand restoration services 

for objects made of various materials, including for objects 

featuring polychrome on a paper, leather, stone or metal base. 

We also make copies of monuments, especially for museums 

and archives. (...) We appreciate that potential clients who find 

us at the fair are not there by chance, they are evidently people 

who come to us with specific conservation problems.

Nor was there any lack of materials and tools for those 

involves in restoring monuments. Visitors could also talk with 

representatives offering electronic equipment for digitalising 

archival and office resources, information management 

systems and computer programs and services. These included 

products and services from the company Digital-Center.

For the first time at the Fair, a survey was conducted among visitors, who voted for the most 

interesting and most professional offers by exhibitors. The winners included the company Beskid Plus, 

which offers a wide range of products for safely storing collections, including individualised packaging, 

conservation materials, rectifying the effects of disasters, as well as paper, cartons and services related 

to archives. Other distinctions went to the company Rad-Pol Meble, Tkaniny, which deals with the 

renovation, production and import of stylish furniture, and to Microbox GmbH, which offers specialist 

devices for scanning documents, books, etc.
